Youth Consultation on Holiday Programmes

Holiday Programme Experience 
· 94% of the participants
 in the youth consultation had attended a holiday programme before.  
· 79% of those who had attended a holiday programme before enjoyed their experience.  Their reasons include:
· being able to take part in fun and enjoyable activities

· being able to interact with others and make new friends
· having something to do in the holidays.
· The 11% who did not enjoy their past holiday programme experience stated that it was because:
· they did not know anyone

· they did not enjoy the activities

· it was boring.
Future Holiday Programme Experience 
· When participants were asked if they would attend a holiday programme if offered, 81% stated they would attend.  This implies that though some participants did not enjoy their past holiday programme experience, they would nonetheless attend one in future.  Their reasons for wishing to attend include:
· it is something to do during the holidays and better than staying at home doing nothing

· it is a way of getting to meet new people and interacting with others

· it is something fun to do.
· 13% of the participants would not attend a holiday programme on offer.  Their reasons include that were that they were “too shy”, they don’t want to, or that they would rather do something else eg, “stuff with my family”. 
· Those who said that they would “maybe” attend a holiday programme on offer all stated that it was dependent upon what the programme offered. 
Holiday Programme Activities
· The sort of activities participants would like to do on a holiday programmes include, in order of their popularity:
· sport (including basketball and swimming)
· outdoor activities (including camping, hiking and tramping)

· arts and crafts

· cooking 
· movies
· games

· music.
· Participants were also asked to rate a selection of holiday programme activities on a scale of 1-5 (1 indicating “I don’t want to do this” and 5 indicating “I really want to do this”).  Participants were also asked to suggest some specific activities under each category that they would like to do.  Only the most popular suggestions are given in the table.  Results are shown in the table below:
